Timber delivered to the mill is 
reconditioned, dried and machined; some product is value added into prefabricated wall 
frames and roof trusses. Dry wood shavings are transported to other facilities where they 
are used as biofuel. Environmental issues pertaining to the Glenorchy operation relate to 
dust and noise from machining timber, effluent from the timber reconditioning process 
and disposal of non-merchantable wood wastes – McKay Timber is committed to 
minimising the environmental impact of these issues where practicable.
